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Biography

Eagle Harbor Township isacivil township of Keweenaw County in the U.S. state of Michigan. The
irregularly-shaped township is located on the Keweenaw Peninsula and also includes the southern half

of Isle Royale. As of the 2000 census, the township population was 281. Justus H. Rathbone, a native of
the state of New Y ork, taught at the one room schoolhouse from 1858 to 1859. It was during thistime
that he wrote the ritual for the Order of Knights of Pythias. Known as the Pythian Shrine, the schoolhouse
islisted as a Michigan Historical Commission Registered State Site and is also listed on the National
Register of Historic Places. In 1983 the building was deeded to the Keweenaw County Historical Society
by the Knights of Pythias. The historical society began restoration work of the sitein 1984 and it was
reopened in 1986 as a multipurpose museum.
